1. Restricted entry of automobiles:

1. Pedestrian Friendly pathways:

Vehicle parking space is provided at the main entrance of the college
campus. As the campus is vehicle free with some exceptions, students and staff experience
comfort walking through the pedestrian friendly pathways. The internal roads are lined with
trees and they are properly maintained by the campus maintenance committee.
